HIV and AIDS 

Recently our group has visited Kibera; a slum near Nairobi where HIV and 
AIDS is a massive problem. 400,000 people in Kibera are infected with HIV 
or AIDS. 

Across the world in 2006 2.9 million people died from AIDS, 380,000 of 
those were children. We want these statistics to change.  

The biggest way that HIV spreads is through sexual transmission. One of 
our ideas to stop the spread of HIV is to introduce ‘Condom Cards’.

This would basically be an award system that, when anyone bought a 
condom, they would get a point. 

We would involve other western or major African companies such as 
mobile phone companies so that when people got to a certain amount of 
points then they would win a prize. We think that mobile phone companies 
would be especially useful because of the growing interest in mobile 
phones in Africa. Also once they had won a mobile they would still have an 
incentive to use condoms because they could still win credit for their 
phone. 



However this problem cannot be stopped overnight: there are still many 
people living with HIV or AIDS. At the moment there is a drug available 
which can slow down this process, over the last years in particular the drug 
has become more widely available in poorer countries; the places where it is 
needed the most. But people in these poorer countries do not have a 
suitable diet to make these drugs work. 

We think that there should be charities or organisations  that would distribute 
fresh fruit, vegetables, proteins and other much needed food groups for a 
good diet. 

A good diet would mean that people who are HIV positive could use the 
drugs, therefore prolonging their lives.

When we were in Kibera we saw a 6 year old girl who had AIDS. She could 
die tomorrow due to the fact that she doesn't have a good diet and can’t use 
the drugs that could make her live longer. We want to change this, so 
people like her do not have to suffer in the future.  



Despite its vast wealth of minerals, oil and a booming tourist industry Africa cannot 
seem to lift its self out of the economic crisis many of its nations are currently 
experiencing.
Our group recently spent a week in the Kibera district of southern Nairobi. We 
have seen just how important the economic development of Africa is, and what the 
key to it is, education. The Kenyan government made primary education free in 
2003. This has set the standard for other many other African nations to meet. The 
Global Campaign for Education is aiming to get world governments to stick to the 
millennium development goals, and give every child on earth a primary education. 
However the next step to ensuring that Africa’s economy grows is to give every 
child a secondary education. This would provide the well qualified people needed 
to lift many of Africa’s third world countries out of debt, so they can develop both 
economically, and politically. However lack of education is not the only thing 
holding the development of Africa. We feel that some governments insistence on 
taxing donations to aid agencies is both wrong and immoral. The fact that many 
more developed countries feel within their rights to tax money going to places that 
need all the help they can get is disgusting.

We would also like to draw the 
worlds attention to the fact that many western drug companies hold 
what is called ‘intellectual property rights’ over many of the life 
saving drugs that are so vital in third world countries. Take anti retro 
viral drugs for example, these are some of the most needed drugs
on the planet, especially in third world countries. However the drugs 
companies that own the intellectual property rights for the drugs are 
marketing them at an extortionately high price, as they are the only 
company that can produce it. This is leading to many clinics in third 
world countries not being able to afford the drugs in the quantity they 
need, leading to needless loss of life.
